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WHAT IS LEMIS IBR?

LEMIS IBR is a client/server-based record management system developed for law enforcement
agencies as a replacement for LEMIS 2000. There is no software license required and, for smaller
agencies, no database software to purchase. The latest version available is LEMIS IBR version 1.07.

The major functions of LEMIS IBR Ver. 1.07 are the following:

O Record Management System (RMS) functions; complaint, incident, warrant, citation, tickets,
and vehicles

Simplified installation disks

Backup utility

LIBRS / NIBRS reporting to allow agencies to stop filling out Summary UCR reports for the FBI
Improved Security

Enhanced User Access control
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Web Enabled for mobile data/laptop use

WHAT DOES IT COST?

LEMIS IBR is a joint project between the Louisiana Sheriffs’ Association and the Louisiana Commis-
sion on Law Enforcement and is provided, with application support, at no cost to Louisiana law
enforcement agencies.

WHAT AGENCIES ARE CURRENTLY USING LEMIS IBR?

The ULL Police Department, Westlake Police Department, Kentwood Police Department, Claiborne
Sheriffs Office, Lake Providence Police Department, Ferriday Police Department, Merryville Police
Department, and Marion Police Department are actively testing LEMIS IBR Version 1.07. LEMIS
IBR version 1.08 is under development with improved search functionality.
